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Use-Case Specification: Add Table 

1. Create New ER Diagram

1.1 Brief Description

The user creates a new, blank Entity-Relationship diagram from an imported schema or a schema copied from a saved diagram file.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 

2.1.1.  User selects the “File -> New…” option.

       a. User chooses “Import Schema” option from submenu.

       Flow proceeds through “Import Schema” use case beginning at section 2.1 #2.

b. User chooses “Load Schema from Saved Diagram File”.

1. dbViZ presents a directory-browsing dialog to the user.

2. User browses to directory containing desired ER diagram file.

3. User clicks “load” button.

4. dbViZ loads the Schema from the ER diagram file.

2.1.2.  Mouse cursor changes to hourglass.

2.1.3.  New blank Entity-Relationship diagram appears in the GUI Window

2.1.4.  Control of the application passed back to the user.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 No data source of desired type is available

       a.  For file browser, user hits “cancel” and is returned to step 1 of section 2.1.

       b.  For schema import, user is informed that no data source is available and shown a pointer on how to add data source support, then returned to step 1 of section 2.1.

2.2.2 Error occurs while importing or copying the schema

       a.  Message appears that states unable to import or copy schema.

       b.  Control passed back to just before Step 1.

2.2.3 Error occurs while building the ER diagram

       a.  Message appears that states unable to build ER diagram due to internal error.

       b.  Control passed back to just before Step 1.

3. Special Requirements

3.1 Response Time

System response time should be fast (within 5 seconds plus 30 seconds for schema import).

5.1 The new Entity-Relationship diagram is built successfully
