1. Use-Case Name 

1.1 Brief Description

The users exits out of the dbViz application.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 

1. The user clicks on the File menu at the top left of the screen.

2. The File menu opens, and the user scrolls down to the exit selection and chooses that.

3. The cursor changes to an hourglass.

4. The application status bar displays “The dbViz is exiting” at the bottom.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 An Error closing out of the application

*a1.  The screen displays that an error has occurred while closing out the application.

*a2.  The operating system shuts down the dbViz.

2.2.2      Exiting when diagram is unsaved
3a.  Box with message displays “Diagram is unsaved, do you wish to save changes?”

3b1. User selects Yes and diagram is saved.  Control passed to 4.

3b2.  User selects No and diagram is not saved.  Control passed to 4.

3b3.  User selects cancel.  Control is passed back to application.

3. Special Requirements

3.1 Response Time

System response time should be fast (within 2 seconds).

4. Preconditions

4.1         The dbviz application is currently open

5. Postconditions

5.1 The dbViz application is closed out and exited properly

The dbViz application is shut down by the operating system and all dbViZ related files are closed.

5.2 Application Control Passed back to the user with the Operating System

The application control is passed back to the user to interact with the operating system.

6. Extension Points

There is one extension point: The operating system of the user’s workstation.

6.1 Operating System.

This extension point happens when the dbViz is exited and the application and control is passed back between the user and the operating system.
