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Use-Case Specification: Add Table 

1. Use-Case Name 

1.1 Brief Description

The user wishes to edit the Entity-Relationship diagram on the active screen and Remove a table currently in the diagram.  This will remove the table from the diagram along with any relationships to this table.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 

1. User deselects the checkbox beside the appropriate table in the Table List that the user wishes to remove.

2. Message prompt appears on the screen asking user if he wishes to remove table X from the ER diagram.

3. User hits the ‘Yes’ button in the message prompt.

4. Application removes the table from the ER diagram and associated relationships.

5. Application displays "Table has been successfully removed from the diagram." on the Status Bar.

6. All tables associated with the newly removed table will be italicized.

7. Control of the application is passed back to the user.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 Schema is corrupt

    

*a1. Display "Corrupted Schema Error" message.
    
*a2. Prompt user to either Re-Import Schema or Continue.

2.2.2 User selects ‘No’ at prompt

2a. User selects ‘No’ at the prompt asking the user if he wishes to remove the table from the ER diagram.

2b. Table is not removed from the ER diagram and the table is rechecked that was unchecked in Basic Flow 

       Step 1.

3. Special Requirements

3.1 Response Time

System response time should be fast (within 2 seconds).

4. Preconditions

4.1 Imported Schema

User has imported a schema to the Database Visualizer

4.2 Entity-Relationship diagram exists

The Entity-Relationship diagram has already been built based on the existing schema that was imported.

4.3 Table Exists in Diagram

The table that will be removed is currently in the ER diagram and is checked in the table selection list.

5. Postconditions

5.1 Table Is not in the Diagram

The table has been removed from the ER diagram along with its relationships.

5.2 Italicized Related Tables

All tables that are connected to the newly-removed table will be italicized in the Table List.

5.3 Confirmation Message

The application status bar displays "Table removed successfully." 

6. Extension Points

There is one extension point: Entity-Relationship Diagram.

6.1 Entity-Relationship diagram.

This extension point happens when the table is removed from the ER diagram and all relationships are dropped from the diagram.
