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Use-Case Specification: Start dbViZ 

1. Start dbViZ 

1.1 Brief Description

This use cases describes the user level actions taken for starting the dbViZ Database Visualizer. The document also shows the alternate possible behaviors if the start operation fails.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 

1. The user types java dbViZ in a console window, or double clicks on the dbViZ JAR .

2. dbViZ Loads the startup window (Logo etc)

3. dbViZ shows the progress of starting the application in the startup window

4. dbViZ opens the User Interface

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 The required Java version is not installed on the system

2a. When starting, dbViZ checks the java version. If the correct java version is not present, dbViZ may not run correctly

2a1. dbViZ displays a warning, 

2a2. dbViZ Exits.

2.2.2 DbViZ is unable to find some components of the package

       3a. Some components of the dbViZ may have been inadvertently removed from the system.

3a1. To the Extent possible, a warning dialog, showing the error encountered will be shown. At the 

        minimum, this should be a window displaying the Exception trace.

3a2. DbViZ Exits

3. Special Requirements

3.1 Response Time

dbViZ should show the startup dialog within 5 seconds of starting. And load the application in no more than 20 seconds.

4. Preconditions

dbViZ must be correctly installed on the system..

5. Post conditions

dbViZ GUI is open. The GUI does not have any loaded Schema
